There are two practical steps we can take to
build bridges....The first is to identify our
God-given networks. Who are the people
we relate to naturally? Evangelism is not a
matter of going someplace to start but
simply recognizing where God has placed
us...
The second is to interact. Using the
principle of common ground, begin to relate
around those activities that you have in
common....Rather than  waiting for
opportunities to develop passively, we need
to take the initiative naturally. Intentionality
means we set up the neighbourhood block
party, we invite our officemate to a baseball
game, and we offer to keep the neighbour’s
kids so they can have a weekend away.
